Ham” made with black
forest ham, French brie,
tomatoes, caramelized
onions, basil and honey
mustard served on a
baguette. “The Miami
Herald Pollo” serves is
breaded chicken with
chopped  artichokes,
olives, roasted peppers,
provolone and vinai-
grette-on ciabatta bread. Other popular items
include “The Daily News Chicken Salad” and the
“New York Post Asian Chicken Wrap.” All signa-
ture sandwiches-are priced at $6.75.

Directing activities at the Daily without a day
off since the store’s opening in January, Meltzer
fosters the energetic and refreshing attitude of
the metropolitan-style eatery. He points out the

jumbo comic strip wall mural, “a happy visual
... people can rely on the friendly atmosphere,”
one element that keeps customers coming back
(sometimes twice a day).

Early birds will be happy to know the doors
open at 6 a.m. with baristas brewing flavored
specialty coffee and serving a variety of pastries

and muffins. The menu

also offers a variety of
breakfast™ items, from
egg sandwiches to
bagels to smoothies.
